· Picture ID, Military ID and if available US Passport.

If available bring your qualification records jacket with you. I will not be keeping any original
Documents. I will be only making copies of required records as a backup file for your application.
· FAA Pilot Certificate (license, & Student Cert) & FAA issued Medical -- if you hold one  You will surrender your private pilot certificate when I issue your new Commercial Certificate
You need to take your written test at least Two working days before we meet to issue you a pilot certificate. We will be making application on Line.  If by some chance you take your test with less than the two days, I can still process the application and issue you a pilot certificate. Just more paper work and everything is routed thru an intermediate office by snail mail. Note; In the FAA world a pilot license is called a Pilot Certificate.
